According 

to Mr. Cly, his birthplace was 

on the west side of the Mit-

tens in the early 1950’s in a 
Navajo traditional Hogan. In 

the early 1930’s, a famous 
filmmaker and director, John 
Ford produced several motion 

pictures featuring Monument 

Valley as a backdrop, just as 

what American movie-goers 

envision what the wild west 

appeared in motion pictures. 

In a conversation about the 

trail being named after him, 

Cly says he’s honored to be 
named alongside John Ford, 

John Wayne, and Chevy 

Chase. The Lee Cly Trail is 

2.1 miles along the mesa rim; 

the trail can be found on the 

south side of The View hotel.

Cly has been employed by 

Monument Valley Navajo 

Tribal Park for over 39 years; 

Cly says he enjoys working 

at the park because he gets to 

meet new people every day 

and the opportunity to meet 

and greet with people from 

other countries. Cly is consid-

ered to be the longest ever to 

be employed by Monument 

Valley Navajo Tribal Park; he 

says in his years with the park, 

he was delegated six times 

as Acting Park Manager in 

a total of twelve years. With 

that, he was able to assist 15 
Park Managers.  One of many 

aspects of maintaining a park 

is providing services such as 

basic operations, beautifica-

tion, and facility management; 

he has mastered the art of 

park management. Because 

of his knowledge in landscap-

ing, hospitality, and customer 

service he has fostered and 

maintained the beauty of 

Monument Valley as you see it 

today.

For those who are not 
familiar with becoming a non-profit, it may 
seem like a grueling task. It may take years 
for your organization to reap the benefits. 
You have to educate yourself and learn about 
all the steps and the entire process involved. 
“We thought it was going to be easy, but the 
application process, having to go through 
a certified accountant, paying over $300 
to get the nonprofit [Status] organization, 
and teaming up with different people would 
help us out. It was a tough process, that 
and having to reach out to different people, 
and programs.” Bradley’s persistence and 
patience paid off. Now, in their fourth year, 

she says she’s more prepared to work with 
her team. She says she’s confident that this 
year will see another successful event.
Bradley says the Warrior Run it wouldn’t 
be where it is today without sponsorships 
endorsing it. The team relied heavily on 
a marketing strategy; they used tiers of 
exposure from t-shirts, through medals 
to trophies. They also reached out to the 
community for volunteers to devise a plan to 
make sure kids are getting off the couches 
and video games.
What sets it apart from other marathons is 
that it is considered difficult, but you can’t 
miss the beauty of it. To get the full experi-
ence, sign up for the full marathon because 
of the scenery and you can embrace the
beauty of the area, says Bradley.
